CALL TO ORDER
The following are the Minutes of the General Mesting of the Board of Directors of the

Sorrento Homeowners Association held February 27, 2007 at Shepherd of the Hills
Church in Porter Ranch, CA. A Quorum was noted and the meeting was called to order at

6:05 p.m.

BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT
Gigi McGregor, Vice President; Shahla Sadighi, Treasurer; Debby Montero, Secretary; and

Pat Pope, Member at Large. Michelle Atkinson of Ross Morgan and Company (RMC) and
Teri Samuels of Recording Secretaries, Inc. (RSI) were also present. President Glen Blazer

was absent.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Pat Pope moved to approve the minutes of the Security Committee Meeting of January 18,

2007 as presented. Shahla Sadighi seconded the motion, which carried.

SECURITY COMMITTEE
Robert Berg of the Security Committee updatéd homeowners on items discussed at the last

Security Committee Meeting. Some of these items were:
» The upgrading of the security system and installation of new wiring

Broken stop sign near the Sorrento pool was discussed.

It was noted that construction workers are not stopping at stop signs.

‘A proposal to install a painted stripe left turn lane at the front gate.

Discussion of the implementation of RFID tags.

A request for a stoplight to be installed at the intersection of Rinaldi and Torino was

discussed.

» Installation of Torino gate arms was approved as well as a tire trap. These will be
installed no earlier than March.

» Portable food service vendors are parking in front of residences in violation of
current policies. The superintendent of construction will be notified, who in turn will
inform the vendors to park only on main thoroughfares.

HOMEOWNER DISCUSSION

Homeowners expressed the following concerns:

» Michelle Atkinson stated that eight new stop signs have been ordered.

» Michelle Atkinson will get an estimate on speed bump studies for the community.

» Pat Pope stated that the furnace filters in both guardhouses need to be changed and the
intakes cleaned out.
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HOMEOWNER DISCUSSION (Cont.}

« Michelle Atkinson stated that several complaints were received in regards to vehicles
being egged in the past week. She asked that anyone with information regarding the
vandals call her.

* A homeowner complained about their neighbor’s barking dogs and inquired when those
neighbors would be called to a hearing. The homeowner noted that this neighbor was
aiso making modifications to their landscaping that were not in their original plans.

* A homeowner on Sasari Lane noted that someone stole mail from their mailbox and
attempted to cash a check in their name. Pat Pope will include this as a newsletter item.

* A homeowner asked that residents be notified well in advance of the nomination of new
Board members. Michelle Atkinson stated that Pat Pope was appointed to fill a Board
seat that was suddenly vacated. The Board followed the laws of California HOA
Associations with regards to his appointment. Pat Pope will use the newsletter to notify
residents of any upcoming open Board positions.

« A homeowner complained about guards not calling homeowners, homeowners not
parking in their garages or driveways, and garbage bins being left out and blowing into
vehicles.

*+ Homeowner Neil Esirin asked that any issues relating to security be emailed to the
Security Committee.

Email Correspondence, Work Order Log, Architectural Log — The Board reviewed these

items.

Newsletter March 2007 — The newsletter was included in the Board packet for review.
Moore Business Results (website) — Pat Pope stated that Sorrento will soon have its own
website, SorrentoHOA.org. The site will feature meeting minutes, action forms and articles
regarding the community.

Gate Keeper’s Monthly Maintenance Agreement — The Board is considering a new

company to perform monthly gate maintenance. Tabled.

RM Building Maintenance Estimate for Guardhouse Interior Paint — The Board
reviewed an estimate from RM Building Maintenance to paint and prime the interior
guardhouse walls and cabinets at a cost of $1,250. The Board decided that they would
consider installing additional cabinetry and doing interior paint after the camera work is
done. '

RM Building Maintenance Estimate for Tile Flooring — The Board reviewed an estimate
to install new tile flooring in the main guardhouse at a cost of $7,950. Tabled.

Meeting Date Change Memo — A memo was sent out on 2/16/07 notifying homeowners
that the Board Meeting date was changed to 2/26/07.
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NEW BUSINESS ]
Letter to Cue Residence — The Architectural Committee reviewed this homeowner's fife

and informed them by letter that their fruit tree is acceptable.

M&R Estimate — The Board reviewed a landscape proposal from M&R for the installation of
15 flats of ground cover across from the Sorrento Pointe models ($375), installation of a 15-
gallon shrub on the corner of Sorrento and Montacino next to models ($115), installation of
six (6) flats of ground cover along Sorrento Lane at the corner of Lugano and Sorrento Lane
($150), and installation of 15 flats of ground cover and removal of five (5) tree roots next to
the wrought iron fence on Sorrento Lane in front of the recreation center (3375). Tabled.
LAPD Meeting — Shahla Sadighi recently attended an LAPD meeting. She noted that there
is a hotline for gang reporting. She asked that residents report graffiti in the neighborhood.
M&R Landscaping Estimate for 50 Flats of Color — The Board reviewed an estimate from
M&R Landscaping to add 50 flats of color to the back entrance of Sorrento Lane for $1,250.
Pat Pope moved to approve the estimate from M&R to add 50 flats of color at a cost of
$1,250. The motion was seconded and carried. This work is to be done after March 15.
Turnover Meeting — Michelle Atkinson will meet with Gigi McGregor on March 12, 2007 at
9:30 a.m. to discuss the turnover from Shapell of area 50512, common area lots 136 (from
lots 112-119), and slope areas between lots 96 and 110. '

Old Sorrento Pool Maintenance — Pat Pope nated that the pool files in the Jacuzzi need
cleaning.

Request for Exit Gate Arm on Meadows Gate from Homeowner — The Board reviewed a
homeowner’s request for an exit arm on the Meadows entrance gate to secure the gate
during the evening hours when guards are not on duty. The Board discussed the issue and
determined that it wouid not be a good idea to have an arm on the exit side of the gate.
