Smithôs Weekly Briefing 
 

Councilman Greg Smith introduced a mo-

tion this week to have the Police and Fire 

Departments report back on their protocols 

for emergency response in gated communi-

ties in an effort to ensure they have proper 

access. 

During the Sesnon wildfire last year, we saw 

first-hand that some unstaffed security gates 

posed obstacles for Police Officers 

and Firefighters who needed to gain access 

to the neighborhoods in Porter Ranch during 

evacuations.  

Emergency responders must be able to  

access gated communities as fast as possi-

ble when evacuating residents or responding 

to fires, crimes, medical emergencies and 

other emergency situations. 

Police and Fire Departments often have keys 

or code numbers to open security gates in 

private communities, but these protocols 

need to be periodically reviewed and up-

dated.
