Water2Save

 At the last board meeting on 

April 29, 2010, the board passed a motion to accept 

Water2Save, a water management company.  We had 

been considering this since November when Leah Mu-

rakami, Water 2 Saveôs Director of Conservation, first 

came to introduce the idea to the board.  We are 

pleased to present the Sorrento Community with this 

unique solution to lower our irrigation water bills and 

save money. 

 Water2Save operates a 2 way wireless water man-

agement technology over AT&T cellular Networks 

which sends and retrieves irrigation operational data. 

This information is compiled into a database and made 

available to property managers, landscapers and cus-

tomer via a secure web site over the Internet.  Continu-

ous savings is achieved by adjusting watering sched-

ules everyday based on forecasted and measured 

weather data.   

 In addition to saving money from reduced water 

bills (guaranteed), Sorrento HOA will also save a lot of 

money by being put on a special reduced rate provision 

with LADWP.  LADWP currently charges tier 2 rates 

for usage above the propertyôs average wintertime us-

age.  Since most properties water much more in the 

summer than winter periods, they are charged Tier 2 

rates for a good portion of their usage during the 

warmer months.   On the special rate provision, Sor-

rento HOA will  be charged 5% Tier 2 rates at any 

given billing period.  Sorrento will also be exempt from 

watering just on Mondays and Thursdays.  We will be 

able to water any two days of the week and for as many 

minutes as we need.  This will give us the ability to

water to maximum efficiency based on the weather.  

These exemptions will be very helpful during the sum-

mer. 

 Their clientele include Renaissance HOA, Moun-

tain Estates HOA,  California State University Los An-

geles, Northrop Grumman,  AvalonBay Apartment 

Communities, to name a few.

 New guidelines were drafted and presented by the 

Finance Committee at the February 2010 HOA Meet-

ing, to better handle the collection of past-due HOA 

monthly fees, and reduce the cost of collection and 

filing of liens, many times becoming uncollectible to 

the association.  At the March HOA meeting these 

guidelines, after some minor revisions, were voted into 

practice by the board. 

 The committee felt the present policy needed to be 

more sympathetic to the current economic downturn, 

and assist our homeowners in financial hardship.   The 

proposed  set of changes to our collection practices not 

only help the HOA collect past due HOA fees, but also 

to curb the delinquency rate by reaching out to dis-

tressed homeowners and real estate agents handling 

short-sales.   

 The changes included better notification of delin-

quencies sent in your monthly billing statements and 

giving homeowners more time to pay off dues before 

liens are applied.

 During the first two weeks of May we have had sev-

eral instances of tail gating vehicles smashing through 

the gate arms on Torino.  Two different trash trucks hit 

the gates, and at least two cars have hit the gates.
